Management Goals: This compartment is being managed for recreational, and timber resources for the
general good of the people of the State of Michigan

Soil and Topography: Gravely phase sands and organic mucks. Area is typically flat with a high water
table. There is evidence of some possible old lake shores on the north end of the compartment.

Ownership Patterns, Development, and Land Use in and Around the Compartment: Most of the
surrounding land is owned by the state. There may be a few residences and a few seasonal recreational
properties.

Unique, Natural Features (include only non-site specific and non-sensitive information): There have
been reports from MNFI.

Archeological, Historical, and Cultural Features (include only non-site specific and non-sensitive
information): None Reported.

Special Management Designations or Considerations: None.

Watershed and Fisheries Considerations: Elliot Creek has been under study for potential “coaster” brook
trout management since the last year of entry.

Wildlife Habitat Considerations: This compartment contains primarily a mixture of aspen and pine.
Wildlife utilizing the compartment includes white-tailed deer, ruffed grouse, American woodcock, snowshoe
hare, wild turkey, and black bear. Openings in this compartment have been lost to upland brush or succeeded
to forest. Timber harvests proposed should maintain a buffer around adjacent wetlands to protect sensitive
habitats. Woody debris should be left to create ground structure for grouse and other wildlife.

Mineral Resource and Development Concerns and/or Restrictions: Surface sediments consist of
lacustrine (lake) sand and gravel. Glacial drift thickness varies between 200 and 600 feet. There is
approximately 110 feet of local relief within the compartment. Beneath the Glacial Drift is The Devonian
Bois Blanc formation, which is quarried for stone. The nearest gravel pits are located near the center of



section 25. There may be some gravel potential in the compartment but it is mostly sand. This area has had
no drilling for oil and gas. Oil and gas producing Silurian Niagaran reefs are located 25 miles to the

southeast. None of the Sate land is leased for oil and gas development. The state owns other mineral rights in
sections 25 and 26.

Vehicle Access: Roads to be closed are shown on the compartment map as closed or abandoned.
Survey Needs: None. Surveying will be required to prove trespass for timber sale preparation.

Recreational Facilities and Opportunities: An ORV trail passes through the compartment.

Fire Protection: Adequate.

Additional Compartment Information: There is considerable trash dumping in this compartment.
