Harvests
prescribed will help to balance the age classes of aspen, red pine, northern hardwood, and oak to sustainably produce 
various timber products, enhance game and non-game wildlife habitat and provide for forest-based recreational uses.

Soils are primarily excessively drained sands.  The topography of the compartment is primarily level with some minor areas 
of rolling terrain.  Areas of steep terrain exist along and within close proximity to the Ocqueoc and Little Ocqueoc Rivers.  
The compartment is predominately red pine, jack pine, aspen, and lowland conifer cover types.  Forest habitat types are 
primarily dominated by PArVHa and unclassified lowland.The portion of the compartment along the Ocqueoc River and 
Silver Creek has steep banks with springs and wet seeps.

Mostly state ownership around the compartment with some private ownership to the west and east. Most of the private land 
is used for hunting and recreation.

The Ocqueoc River has small water falls within the compartment. The Little Ocqueoc River flows underground for a portion 
of the compartment and then emerges from the side of a limestone ridge.

The Ocqueoc Falls State Forest Campgrounds SCA (Special Conservation Area- Concentrated Recreational Area) and 
Pathway are within the compartment.  Some POG (Special Conservation Area- Potential Old Growth) designations exist 
and are being recommended for removal.  These areas do not meet old growth classification requirements.

Indian Creek, Ocqueoc and Little Ocqueoc Rivers

This compartment is an excellent opportunity to manage for wildlife. It is part of a multiple compartment, large scale block of 
public land providing contiguous wildlife pathways that are necessary for many of our large game animals such as black 
bear. Habitat components of oak, aspen and pine provide food and cover for multiple species at a variety of age classes. 
We are working to maintain mast producing trees as well as keep a good age rotation of aspen in this compartment with 
consideration of adjacent compartments. Species which benefit from our management include white-tailed deer, black 
bear, ruffed grouse, woodcock, and many other game and non-game species.

There is no metallic mineral potential in this part of the state. A former sand/gravel pit is located in the vicinity, but the sand 
and gravel potential in the compartment appears to be limited. The Dundee and Traverse limestones underlie the glacial 
sediments beneath the compartment. These formations are quarried for stone in the region. There may be some limestone 
potential within the compartment where the glacial drift is thin or absent, but development potential is considered low. This
