Identified Planning Goals:

Soil and topography:
This is a very hilly area in the Black Mountain Recreation Area.
Soil tends to be a sandy loam or loamy sand (PArVVb)

Ownership Patterns, Development, and Land Use in and Around the Compartment:

This compartment has a high recreational influence due to many ATV, Snowmobile, and hike/bike/ski trails scattered
throughout. It also has a campground in the NW1/4 of section 2. Many seasonal homes are directly adjacent to the
compartment in section 2 around twin lakes.

Unique Natural Features:
This is a very hilly area with many steep slopes throughout.

Archeological, Historical, and Cultural Features:
This area contains the old Black Mountain Ski Hill. It also contains the site of an old fire tower.

Special Management Designations or Considerations:
This area is within the Black Mountain SCA and contains the Hoop Lake Bog ERA.

Watershed and Fisheries Considerations:
Make sure to keep 150 foot buffer around any lakes within this compartment for timber harvest activities (section 2)

Wildlife Habitat Considerations:
This compartment is an excellent opportunity to manage for wildlife. It is part of a multiple compartment, large scale block of
public land providing contiguous wildlife pathways that are necessary for many of our large game animals such as black
bear. Habitat components of heavy aspen and oak provide food and cover for multiple species at a variety of age classes.
We are working to maintain oak and other mast producing trees as well as keep a good age rotation of aspen in this
compartment as well as adjacent compartments. Species which benefit from our management include white-tailed deer,
black bear, ruffed grouse, woodcock, and many other game and non-game species. There are a few frost pockets and
grassy openings in this compartment

Mineral Resource and Development Concerns and/or Restrictions

Sections 1-3 & 12, T36N R1E, Cheboygan County

There is no metallic mineral potential in this part of the state. A State sand/gravel pit is located roughly two miles to the
south, and there does appear to be some potential within the compartment. This area has seen minimal drilling for oil and
gas and potential appears to be limited. There are currently no active leases on State land, but there has been recent
leasing activity within the compartment.

Vehicle Access:

There are roads that run through the compartment in section 2 and down the east edge as well as through section 1. ATV
route runs through section 12.

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There is a campground in section 2 and an equestrian campground in section 2. There are also many recreation trails that
run throughout the entire compartment. The Black Mountain Scramble Area is in section 12 as well.
