The southern part of this compartment is part of a multiple compartment, large scale block of public land providing 
contiguous wildlife pathways that are necessary for many of our large game animals such as black bear. Habitat 
components of cedar and wetland complexes as well as aspen provide food and cover for multiple species at a variety of 
age classes. We are working to maintain winter cover areas as well as keep a good age rotation of aspen in this 
compartment with consideration of adjacent compartments. Species which benefit from our management include white-
tailed deer, black bear, ruffed grouse, woodcock, and many other game and non-game species.

There is no metallic mineral potential in this part of the state. Active sand/gravel pits are located just to the south of the 
compartment, in Alcona County. Sand and gravel potential appears to be good within the compartment, but the shallow 
water table could inhibit development. The compartment is just outside the current extent of Antrim Shale gas development. 
There may be some minor additional Antrim potential here, but the formation is thinning (less than 200 feet thick) and 
appears to disappear just east of the compartment. Furthermore, the Antrim wells nearest the compartment were not 
productive and were plugged and abandoned shortly after their completion. To the east of the compartment, there has 
been gas and condensate production from the Burnt Bluff Group and St. Peter Sandstone at the Hardwood Point Field. It is 
unknown whether additional deep gas reservoirs may exist beneath the compartment. Some of the compartment is 
currently leased for oil and gas exploration and development. 

Sanborn Rd. is the access road to the north, Tolan Rd. and Scott Rd. to the south.

Some lines may be needed for timber operations.
