Management Goals: 
Manage primarily for recreation and resource protection. 
 
Soil and Topography:  
The topography is level to rolling.  The upland soils are very rocky.  Soils are 
Arcadian-Nipissing-Rock Outcrop complex; Arcadian-Dishno-Rock Outcrop 
complex, Pacquin Finch complex, Wallace-Rubicon sands, Net-Witbeck complex, 
and Copper Harbor-Bete Grise complex on the upland; Lupton and Tawas muck, 
Dawson and Loxley peat, Cathro-Witbeck complex, and Tawas-Deford mucks on 
the lowlands. 
 
Ownership Patterns, Development, and Land Use in and Around the 
Compartment:   
State Forest adjoins to the north and west.  There are scattered private parcels 
within the compartment.  Land use is mostly for recreation. 
 
Unique, Natural Features (include only non-site specific and non-sensitive 
information): 
There are rare, threatened and endangered plants within the compartment. 
 
Archeological, Historical, and Cultural Features (include only non-site 
specific and non-sensitive information):  
No archeological sites are identified; however it is likely that some may exist. 
 



Special Management Designations or Considerations:  
This compartment is part of the Keweenaw Point block.   
 
Watershed and Fisheries Considerations: 
Stream crossings should be upgraded. 
 
Wildlife Habitat Considerations:  
Few deer are now using a former wintering complex in the Schlatter Lake vicinity.  
This compartment features threatened and endangered plant species. 
 
Mineral Resource and Development Concerns and/or Restrictions:  
Surface sediments consist of coarse-textured glacial till and lacustrine (lake) 
sand and gravel thin to discontinuous along the coastline. There is insufficient 
data to determine the glacial drift thickness. The Precambrian Copper Harbor 
Conglomerate and Portage Lake Conglomerate subcrop below the glacial drift. 
The Copper Harbor was previously mined for small amounts of copper. There are 
no gravel pits in the area, but there may be some potential. Abandoned copper 
mines are located to the west. The Compartment has not been leased for 
metallic exploration. There is no economic oil and gas production in the UP.  
 
Vehicle Access:  
Access is poor.  There are internal logging roads, but these are old and are in 
poor condition. 
 
Survey Needs:  
No immediate survey needs have been identified. 
 
Recreational Facilities and Opportunities:  
The citizen advisory committee recommended several small campsites and a 
hiking trail along Lake Superior.  They also recommended a snowmobile trail to 
Keweenaw point. 
 
Fire Protection:  
This is not a fire prone area. 
 
Additional Compartment Information:  
A citizens committee made recommendations for management for this 
compartment and compartments 75 and 81.  These recommendations and the 
recommendations from the Baraga Management Unit are being reviewed by the 
Lansing office.
