Legal Description:  RMU (if applicable): T44N R27W Sections 13-15, 21-28 
 
Management Goals:  Maintain diversity in hardwood types, as there is little hardwood in this compartment. 
Develop age class distribution in aspen type. Protect stream quality and snowmobile trail throughout the 
compartment. 
 
Soil and Topography: This compartment is primarily level. Soils include very poorly drained soils found on 
low flats and in depressions; fine sand that is excessively drained; and some moderately well drained soils. 
 
Ownership Patterns, Development, and Land Use in and Around the Compartment:  State-owned land 
and private ownership, used by loggers, hunters, fishermen, canoeists, snowmobilers, campers, general 
recreationists. There is a snowmobile trail along the northern edge of the compartment. 
 
Unique, Natural Features (include only non-site specific and non-sensitive information):  Cady Creek, Big 
Brook Creek, West Branch of the Escanaba River, natural red pine stand. 
 
Archeological, Historical, and Cultural Features (include only non-site specific and non-sensitive 
information):   
 
Special Management Designations or Considerations: Snowmobile trail must be protected as well as 
streams. 
 
Watershed and Fisheries Considerations:  Cady Creek, Big Brook Creek and West Branch of the 
Escanaba are all listed as Type 1 streams for trout. 
 
Wildlife Habitat Considerations: Located in the northeast corner of Dickinson County, the compartment 
contains several large wetland complexes: bear, deer, grouse, woodcock and a variety of furbearers are some 
of the many game species found here in both the uplands and lowland portions.  Many species of songbirds 
utilize the lowland conifer  type, including warblers, wrens, chickadees and nuthatches.  The wetlands, in this 
compartment, also provide needed habitat for a variety of reptiles and amphibians.  
 
 
 
MINERAL, OIL AND GAS CONSIDERATIONS:  
   
Surface sediments consist primarily of peat and muck. There is insufficient data to determine the glacial drift 
thickness. The Cambrian Trempealeau and Munising Formations subcrop below the glacial drift.  The 
Trempealeau could be used for stone. Abandoned iron mines are located approximately ten miles to the 



northwest. A gravel pit is located one-half mile to the east and there appears to be gravel potential on the 
drumlins. Part of the Compartment was previously leased for metallic exploration and potential may still 
exist. There is no economic oil and gas production in the UP. 
 
Vehicle Access:  County Road 581 and part of Cady Creek Road 
 
Survey Needs: None needed for this entry period. 
 
Recreational Facilities and Opportunities:  Hunting, fishing, camping, snowmobiling, hiking, trapping.  
There is a snowmobile trail that runs along the north edge of this compartment. 
 
Fire Protection: Felch protection area.

There is an undesignated camp site located on the West Branch of the Escanaba off County Road 581 that 
should be protected.
