Wildlife Habitat Considerations: Priority in this compartment is maintaining the integrity and diversity of 
the Q-types or swamp.  Harvest o the upland hardwood types should be done in a way that travel and 
transition zones from swamp to highland are maintained. 
 
 
 
MINERAL, OIL AND GAS CONSIDERATIONS: Compartment 55: Sections 2 - 4, 8 & 9, T42N-
R29W, Dickinson Co. 
Surface sediments consist of coarse-textured glacial till. The glacial drift thickness varies between 10 and 50 
feet. The Cambrian Munising Group and Precambrian Randville Dolomite and Archean granite/gneiss 
subcrop below the glacial drift. The Randville and Granite/Gneiss could be used for decorative or 
building/dimension stone. A Randville Dolomite (?) quarry is located in Section 2. Groveland Iron mine is 
located approximately seven miles to the south. Part of this compartment was previously leased and Sections 
3 and 4 are currently leased for metallic exploration. Gravel pits are located in the area and there is potential.
