Management Goals:Most of thisis undivided interest land and the end result will be what gets resolved
from the boundary review.

Soil and Topography:

Owner ship Patterns, Development, and Land Usein and Around the Compartment: As mentioned
above, we own these parcels with others and if we can coordinate with them, we will manage for the right species and
possibly work with the forest service on some of them and the private owners to resolve the ownership situations.

Unique, Natural Features: Some of these sites are old mine sites with fences and pits. Some are fished in
but there is some danger affiliated with these sites. There is quite a bit of natural pinethat isin the 50 year
old range and is a unique timber type (the natural part). Some areas are in the western part of Iron County
and might eventually end up in Forest Service ownership after the undivided interest is resolved.

Archeological, Historical, and Cultural Features: The mines are part of the Iron County heritage and will be kept
as such. Some ownership is undivided interest and we will work to get these parcels under one ownership.

MINERAL, OIL AND GAS CONSIDERATIONS:

Compartment 137: Section 27, T46N-R37W, Iron County

Surface sediments consist of an end moraine of coarse-textured till. There isinsufficient data to determine
the glacial drift thickness. The Precambrian Michigamme Formation subcrops below the glacial drift. There
IS no current economic use for these rocks. The abandoned Iron River iron mines are located eighteen miles
to the southeast. Land near this Compartment has not been previously leased for metallic exploration. Gravel




pits are located in the area and there should be some potential. There is no economic oil and gas production
in the UP, currently.

Compartment 137: Section 27, T44N-R36W, Iron County

Surface sediments consist of glacial outwash sand and gravel and postglacial aluvium. Thereisinsufficient
data to determine the glacial drift thickness. The Precambrian Michigamme Formation subcrops below the
glacia drift. Thereis no current economic use for these rocks. The abandoned Iron River iron mines are
located eight miles to the southeast. Land near this Compartment has not been previously leased for metallic
exploration. Gravel pits are located in the area and there maybe some potential. There is no economic oil and
gas production in the UP, currently.

Compartment 137: Section 22 & 34, T44N-R35W, Iron County

Surface sediments consist of coarse-textured till. There isinsufficient data to determine the glacial drift
thickness. The Precambrian Badwater Greenstone and Michigamme Formation subcrops below the glacial
drift. There is no current economic use for these rocks. The abandoned Iron River iron mines are located
three miles to the south. Land near this Compartment was previousy leased for metallic exploration. Gravel
pits are located in the area and there should be potential. There is no economic oil and gas production in the
UP, currently.

Compartment 137: Section 19 & 30, T43N-R32W, & Section 36, T43N- R33W, Iron County

Surface sediments consist of glacial outwash sand and gravel and postglacial alluvium and coarse-textured
till. The glacial drift thickness varies between 100 and 200 feet. The Precambrian Paint River Group and
Riverton Iron Formation subcrop below the glacial drift. The Riverton was previously mined for iron in the
Crystal Falls area. Gravel pits are located in the area and there should be some potential. Thereis no
economic oil and gas production in the UP, currently.

Vehicle Access:. There is access to most of these parcels and most is on afairly good road.
Survey Needs. Most of these, if prescribed will need survey corners.
