The compartment consists of 620 acres of upland forest cover type with northern hardwoods the majority.  The lowland 
forest cover type is 591 acres with the majority of the lowland type as cedar.  The non forested types are 457 acres.  The 
total acres scheduled for treatment within the compartment is 710 acres.  The treatments within the northern hardwood 
cover type are selection and thinning harvests to enhance the existing stand quality.  The clearcuts in the upland and 
lowland cover types will provide age class distribution and enhance regeneration of the existing overstory species.  

 The soils on the hardwood ridges are Onaway fine sandy loam.  These soils are well drained on moderate to steep 
slopes.  The soils in the Cedar types are Lupton-Cathro and these soils are deep and pooly drained in depressions and 
low areas.  The smaller lowland areas are Solona loam, which are deep and somewhat poorly drained soils.  The 
Peterson pond contains Lupton muck which is a deep muck soil of more than 60 inches and very poorly drained.  The 
compartment is flat and level on the south end and northeast running ridges and moraines on the north side in the upland 
and hardwood areas.    

 This compartment is located south of county road 374 east of Carney.  The compartment is surrounded by private land 
with one private parcel within the compartment boundary.  The Peterson Pond is a large impoundment important for 
waterfowl.    

 The Devils Creek traverses the south end of the compartment with a dam constructed which contains the Peterson Pond.  

A historical site is an old logging camp site. 

 The Peterson Pond Devils creek Special Conservation Areas with the management objective of a riparian area 
management zone.   

Peterson Pond is the focal point of this compartment.  The pond has been present since early in the 1900’s when a 
logging dam was built on Devil’s Creek.  During summer 2005, a fixed-crest rock spillway replaced an aging and defective 
stop-log structure.  The spillway is designed to create a shallow-water wetland habitat that includes open water, cattail 
marsh, and wet meadow.  A parking lot and boardwalk provide public access to the pond for wildlife viewing and hunting.  
The spillway, boardwalk, and parking lot will be maintained during the coming decade.  There may be opportunities for 
placement of interpretive signs.  The Peterson Pond flooding is designated as a Special Conservation Area (SCA) and the 
adjacent riparian stands provide mature forest conditions for wildlife.  Several stands south of the flooding were removed 
from SCA status and are prescribed for treatment.  Thinning of northern hardwood stands will provide early successional 
habitat while retaining minor component tree species.  Clearcuts in lowland cover types will improve age class distribution 
and wildlife food and cover resources.

Surface sediments consist of medium-textured glacial till. The glacial drift thickness varies between 10 and 50 feet. The 
Ordovician Black River Formation underlies the glacial drift. The Black River is quarried for dolostone elsewhere in the

UP. This area has not been leased previously for metallic exploration. Gravel pits are located on drumlins in Section 24 
and 36 and potential appears to be good on the upland drumlins. No economic oil and gas production has been found in 
the UP.  

 The access from the north is County Road 374.  The access from the south is through an easement through private land.  
The southeast side of the compartment has a parking lot and boardwalk across the Devils Creek for access to the 
Peterson Pond.  All vehicle access to the compartment is not open to the public. 

Corners will be needed in sections 19, 30, 25, 31, and 6.  

There is a parking lot and boardwalk access trail to the Peterson Pond.  There are no other developed recreational sites 
within this compartment.  The main recreational opportunities are hunting, fishing, hiking and sight seeing.   

There are no significant fire dangers within this compartment.  Water sites within this compartment are the Devils Creek 
and Peterson Pond.  Vehicle access may pose a problem for equipment access.
