


Mineral Resource and Development Concerns and/or Restrictions:  Surface sediments consist of coarse-
textured glacial till and glacial outwash sand and gravel and postglacial alluvium. The glacial drift thickness 
varies between 200 and 600 feet. Beneath the glacial drift are the Devonian Ellsworth and Antrim Shales. 
The se shales are quarried for cement products elsewhere in the State.  A gravel pit is located just to the west 
and potential is good. Oil and gas potential in the area is primarily for the Antrim Shale gas play, but the 
north part of the compartment is in the Jordan Valley Management Area and surface use is not allowed. The 
southern 2/3 is leased and has been developed. The JVMA is offset by producing wells and is being drained 
of hydrocarbons. 
 
 
Vehicle Access:  Access around the compartment is good, however, access within the compartment is poor 
due to wetlands and steep slopes.
