Management Goals. For the 10 yr. period beginning in 2008, we will attempt to have selection harvestsin
sections 34 and 35. Access will be a challenge due to stream crossings and possible private land access. If
successful, we will retain all species and sizes of trees in these stands. The main goal is to improve growth
on the superior timber quality trees while retaining den trees, remnant old growth trees and other trees with
important ecosystem attributes. One small stand of balsam fir will be harvested but all pine, cedar and
hemlock will be retained in that stand.

Soils and topography: Shoepac-Trenary silt loam, Shoepac-Ensey complex, Cathro-Ensley mucks,
Chatham-Endley complex, Charlevois-Ensley complex, Evart-Cathro complex, Reade-Nahma complex,
Dawson, Greenwood and Loxley soils. Mostly flat swamps bisected with numerous streams and gently
rolling uplands.

Owner ship Patterns, Development, and Land Use in and Around the Compartment: Interspersed with
private land. Development is occurring due to proximity to US 41.

Unique, Natural Features. Whitefish falls

Archeological, Historical, and Cultural Features: Diffin station house remains near compartment and
associated rail grades and bridge remains. Old logging camp sites.

Special Management Designations or Consider ations: Special Conservation Areas (formally know as Old
Growth stands) are shown on the attached map.

Water shed and Fisheries Consider ations: Whitefish River, Werner Creek, McAfee Creek and tributaries.

Wildlife Habitat Considerations. Compartment #93 — Optimize species and vertical structural diversity
and complexity in treated northern hardwoods stands. Enhance horizontal structural heterogeneity and
complexity by maintaining a wide range of basal areasin the array of northern hardwoods stands. Favor
black cherry and yellow birch when thinning the northern hardwoods stands.

Mineral Resource and Development Concer ns and/or Restrictions: Compartment 93 Sections 23, 26,
27, 34 - 36, T44N-R22W, Alger County

Surface sediments consist of coarse-textured till (drumlin area). There isinsufficient data to determine the
glacial drift thickness. The Ordovician Trenton Group subcrops below the glacial drift. The Trenton is
quarried for stone in the UP. Gravel pits are located to the east and there should be potential. This




compartment has never been leased for metallic exploration. There is no economic oil and gas production in
the UP.

Vehicle Access: Good in avery few spots but most of compartment has very poor vehicle access due to
wetland and streams as well as private land blocking access.

Survey Needs: We are not requesting any corners this entry period.
Recreational Facilitiesand Opportunities: General dispersed forest recreation

Fire Protection: Fire frequency and intensity is low in this compartment, however if lightning strikes occur
they are difficult to extinguish due to poor access.
