Management Goals. The main goal in this compartment is to conduct multiple resource management for
current and future generations.

Soil and Topography: The topography in this compartment is flat to rolling in the hardwoods with areas of
slopes occurring when the land moves into the lowland/swamp types. The soil types mainly consist of the
Garlic Sand Series, for the high ground and the Dawson soil series, for the lower areas. The compartment is
made up of the Munising Moraine Il (west %2 of Sections 6, 7, 18 & 31) and the Cusino Swamp (Sections 4,
5, 8, 9 and the east ¥z of sections 6, 7 & 18) LTA’s.

Owner ship Patterns, Development, and Land Use in and Around the Compartment: Ownership within
the compartment is mainly State lands with mixed ownershipsin all directions. The compartment is just
outside the PRNL boundary.

Unique, Natural Features (include only non-site specific and non-sensitive information): Currently under
review by Michigan Natural Features Inventory (MNFI).

Archeological, Historical, and Cultural Features (include only non-site specific and non-sensitive
information): None known.

Special Management Designations or Consider ations: Deeryard management occurred in the 40's and
50’'sin the lowland conifer areas. The two islands in Long Lake are under the State’ s ownership. Stand 65 is
under along term lease for State Police Tower. Stand 400 is also under lease for the old Buck Hill Fire
Tower.

Watershed and Fisheries Considerations. This compartment contains Stoner Creek, which is designated
as cold-water and does have a trout population. Aspen should be discouraged within 300" of the creek
channel if possible. Standard BMP' s should be implemented to control sediment sources from adjacent
uplands. Fine sediments such as silt and sand negatively affect natural reproduction of fish, decrease the
diversity of aquatic invertebrate and fish taxa, and result in lower overall fish populations.



Wildlife Habitat Considerations: Thisis alarge compartment that straddles the Alger/Schoolcraft county
line that contains the headwaters of the Stoner Creek. The presettlement forest, based upon General Land
Office Survey notes, contained a mixture of sugar maple, beech, yellow birch, hemlock, white pine, and
balsam fir. Red maple, elm, and spruce were noted in lesser amounts. Lowland forests were heavy to cedar,
spruce, and tamarack. White pine, white birch, balsam fir, and black ash were also noted. The current
lowland forests appear to be very similar in species composition to those found during presettlement times.
Upland forests are also similar in species composition to presettlement times. However, yellow birch and
hemlock seem to be reduced in density. The wildlife habitat goals for this compartment include promoting
the hemlock and yellow birch component with the hardwood forest systems and maintaining the closed
canopy conifer forests. Additionally, hard mast production should be increased through the planting of oak.

Mineral Resour ce and Development Concer ns and/or Restrictions. Surface sediments consist of glacia
outwash sand and gravel and postglacial alluvium and peat & muck. There is insufficient data to determine
the glacial drift thickness. The Ordovician Prairie du Chien (PdC) and the Cambrian Trempealeau
Formations subcrop below the glacial drift. The PAC and Trempealeau could be used for stone. A gravel pit
islocated in Section 18 and there appears to be some potential. There is no commercial oil and gas
production in the UP.

Vehicle Access. The hardwood areas of the compartment contain some trail roads, especialy if harvest
operations have occurred. The lowland types in the compartment does not have vehicle access.

Survey Needs: None at thistime.

Recreational Facilities and Opportunities. The sunrise grade, which is also a snowmobile trail, goes
through the compartment. The grade is also used by ORV’ s and other vehicle traffic.

Fire Protection: Fire response to the area would be out of the Shingleton Field Office. Access will be good
on the high ground because of the number of drivable trail roads through the compartment. The majority of
the timber is hardwood making fire potential low.
