Management Goals: Habitat/vegetative.  RMU 208 
 
Soil and Topography: Mainly Kalkaska Loamy Sand with some Mancelona Gravely Sandy Loam and 
Emmet Sandy Loam.  Flat to extremely hilly.  Scattered small pothole lakes in eastern part. 
 
 
Ownership Patterns, Development, and Land Use in and Around the Compartment: 
This compartment is along the Antrim-Kalkaska County line and is less than four miles from Mancelona.  
Little solid state ownership.  Two large plats next to state ownership are largely undeveloped.  Mostly 
abandon farm land & forested land surround state land.  Consumers Energy owns the surface of a 330 foot 
wide power line which runs in a northeasterly direction in the eastern part of the compartment.  The closed 
Antrim/Kalkaska Landfill is located in section 3.  DEQ has a number of monitoring well in section 3.  There 
are several parcels of land that need to be disposed of:  .75 acres in section 1,  .2 acres by lazy acres 
Subdivision. Also in section 1, two 10 acre parcels in section 7, one of which has an active trespass.  Also 
there are a few parcels of land that would solidify the State’s ownership in this compartment.  These include 
40 acres in the SWSE of section 6; 20 acres in the SENE of section 7; and 10 acres in the NWNWSE of 
section 5. 
 
Unique, Natural Features (include only non-site specific and non-sensitive information): 
None listed by MNFI 
 
Archeological, Historical, and Cultural Features (include only non-site specific and non-sensitive 
information): None listed at this time. 
 
Special Management Designations or Considerations: Random dumping of trash is occurring through out 
the compartment.  There is a Director’s Order prohibiting all motorized use in and around the landfill.  
Active Antrim gas well exploration & development have occurred in the west ½ of the compartment.  The 
head waters of the Rapid River lies in T28N, R6W, Section 7. 
 
Watershed and Fisheries Considerations:  Please conform to all BMPs in the Water Quality Management 
Practices on Forest Land (1994) handbook. 
 
Wildlife Habitat Considerations:       
 
Mineral Resource and Development Concerns and/or Restrictions: Surface sediments consist of glacial 
outwash sand and gravel and postglacial alluvium and minor end moraines of coarse-textured till. The glacial 
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drift thickness varies between 400 and 600 feet. Beneath the glacial drift is the Mississippian Coldwater 
Shale. The Coldwater does not have an economic use. Gravel pit are located in Section 3 and 10 and 
potential is good. This area is located along the north edge of the Niagaran reef trend with a few plugged 
wells on the east end. The Antrim Shale gas play is being developed in the west half of the Compartment. All 
State minerals appear to be currently leased for oil and gas development.  
 
 
Vehicle Access: No new roads or closures are needed at this time. 
 
Survey Needs: The compartment has good section & ¼ corner survey monuments in at this time.  A general 
survey of all of the in holdings would be beneficial to long term management. 
 
Recreational Facilities and Opportunities: No recreational facilities are located in the compartment at this 
time.  However, deer & grouse hunting opportunities are present.  Local area snowmobile organizations want 
to connect the Boardman Valley Trail with the Blue Bear & Jordan Valley Trails to the east in Antrim 
County.  They have proposed using the Consumers Energy power line route.
