3. Stand 62:  Boundaries are a series of rectangles or squares.  All of the trees within the sale area will be cut.

4. Stand 64:  Boundaries are a series of rectangles or squares.  All of the trees within the sale area will be cut.

5. Stand 68:  Final harvest of aspen.  Cut all aspen, red maple, and mixed oak.

6. Stand 70:  Boundaries are a series of rectangles or squares.  All of the trees within the sale area will be cut.

7. Stand 72:  Final harvest of aspen.  Cut all aspen, mixed oak, and other commercial species.

8. Stand 79:  Boundaries are a series of rectangles or squares.  All of the trees within the sale area will be cut.

9. Stand 80:  Boundaries are a series of rectangles or squares.  All of the trees within the sale area will be cut.

10. Stand 88:  Boundaries are a series of rectangles or squares.  All of the trees within the sale area will be cut.

11. Stand 89:  Boundaries are a series of rectangles or squares.  All of the trees within the sale area will be cut.

12. Stand 99:  Final harvest of jack pine.  Cut all jack pine and mixed oak EXCEPT leave one mature oak scattered every 150’ for mast.

Standards for marking lines against private land: 
All boundary lines bordering PRIVATE land will be flagged in by contractor and checked by MDNR personnel.  If the lines are determined to be correct, they will be painted in BLUE by the successful bidder.  The successful bidder will have access to the MDNR survey records.
All boundary lines bordering STATE land will be painted in RED with a single slash, except where a major directional change occurs then 3 slashes are to be used.
