In payment unit 6, there is a lot of cherry.  The acceptable cherry should be thinned heavily enough to let light in for new successful regeneration.  Other stands may have wet areas to be delineated out and taken out of timber sale acreage.  See additional sheet.

	Unless otherwise specified, the tally sheets used must be those provided by the Forest, Mineral and Fire Management Unit.

	RESTRICTIONS:
1.   Forest, Mineral and Fire Management Division must to be able to identify who did what on the timber sale.

Consultant Narrative

Compartment 130, stands 1,5,15,29 and 38

There are some log sized trees in these stands especially stand 38 but for the most part, they are pole stands.  The stands shall be thinned to about 53 crop trees per acre (needless to say they will not all be crop trees) but the best tree in place will suffice.  This comes out to a basal area of 70 to 90 square feet.  Use the marking guide for crop tree release.  Wildlife trees will be left where possible including cull trees and possible nest trees or den trees.  Some spruce and balsam should be left.  Mature trees can be taken and smaller ones left but discrimination against any species should not be practiced.  Where hills are present, skid trails up and down the hills should be marked out for skidding purposes.  Clumps of basswood should either have all the trees in the clump marked or none.  Some cherry and ironwood should be left even in poor form for diversity.  If you mark a leaning or large crowned tree, see that you supply a felling space for it.  Regeneration gaps will probably occur naturally when trees with large crowns are cut.  Groups of hemlock should have care taken when thinning around them so as not to damage them.  If vernal ponds are in the stand, they should be marked around so they won’t have to be driven through which would ruin the integrity of the pond.
