	PRESCRIPTION

	1. Stand 21 & 118: Mark to cut red pine with orange paint, retaining a residual BA/AC of 100.  Remove all other species except oak.  
2. Stands 34, 38 & 121: Cruise all merchantable stems.  Within Stands 34 & 38, leave all white pine.
3. Stand 149: Cruise all merchantable stems, except white pine.  Mark to cut white pine with orange paint in areas that have white pine BA/AC greater than 50, reducing white pine residual to 40 BA/AC.
4. Stand 52: Cruise all merchantable stems, except red pine.  
5. Stands 76 & 87: Cruise all merchantable stems.  Mark to leave with green paint 1-2 oak seed trees per acre.  The seed trees should be alive, healthy and have large crowns with irregular form.
6. Stands 101 & 114: Cruise all merchantable stems.
7. Stand 130: Cruise all merchantable stems, except oak.  Mark to cut oak with orange paint, retaining 25 BA/AC of oak.
Access: Through maintained county roads: Lake Station Avenue, Fir Road, Strawberry Road, and various poor dirt roads.
