	Stand 6 and 145 mark to cut, with orange paint, retaining 25  BA of oak and all pine. In marking promote aspen clone where applicable. 
Stand 11 mark to cut, with orange paint, making one 80-foot diameter crown opening per acre. In addition, the rest of the stand is to be marked for variable retentions, so the BA in the remaining stand should range from 30-40 BA.  Final average to be 35 BA.  

Stand 111 mark to cut, with orange paint, retaining 25  BA of oak and all pine.
Stand 15 mark to cut, with orange paint, retaining 35  BA of oak and all pines.
Stand 22 mark to cut, with orange paint, retaining 45  BA, favoring the retention of oaks.
Access: Is off of Grove Road, Kocot Road, and Jose Road

	RESTRICTIONS:
1.   Forest, Mineral and Fire Management Division must to be able to identify who did what on the timber sale.  

2.   The contractor may not have more than two markers in one payment unit without prior approval.  

3.   Each marker should have an assigned area to mark (not strips).
