Stand 6, 106 & 306: Mark to cut with orange paint, retaining 25 BA of oak, cruise all aspen and red maple to be removed.  These species do not need to be marked

Stand 206: Mark to cut with orange paint, retaining 35 BA of oak, cruise all aspen and jack pine to be removed.  These species do not need to be marked.

Stand 25: Final harvest cruise all merchantable stems, also mark with green paint to retain 2-3 trees per acre favoring beech first then oak for retention.
Access: is off maintained county roads Grim and Klender and various dirt two tracks.
