Prescription:  

1. Mark selected pupwood trees for harvest using orange paint-two marks at Dbh on opposite faces of the tree, and one mark on the stump extending from ground level to a height of one foot up the base of the tree.  Paint marks, especially on the stump will be in direct contact with tree bark not moss or lichens.
2. Mark selected sawlog trees with a slash on one face and dots representing the number of logs estimated in the tree on the opposite face.  Stump marks will be the same as for pulpwood trees.
3. Stand stocking will be reduced to 70 to 90 square feet of basal area per acre.  70 to 80 crop trees per acre will have two sides of their crowns released. 
4. White pine, hemlock, oak, cherry, and yellow birch will not be marked.
