3. Stand 9, mark only those white pine absolutely necessary for logging manuverability.
4. Stand 40, mark white pine to improve quality and growth of residual stand.
5. All paper birch clumps and oak will be left as residual.
6. Leave all obvious den/cavity trees if present.
