	1. 10, 13, 14, 33, 34: Reduce to 80-90 sqft BA. Thin from all species, releasing best tree.
2. 10, 13, 14, 33, & 34: Individual tree marking.  Mark w/ a "P" one stem >= 14" DBH, per 5 acres.
3. 19: Species thin, removing jack pine, oak, and red maple.  Cruise both logs & pulp.
4. 33: Mark every third row, but no marking in first two rows in from edge (guard rows.)
5. 33: Mark trees at end of row being removed, and every 3rd tree in row. Cruise both logs & pulp.
6. 33, 36:  Boundary between these two stands to be painted red.
Access: By County roads, state forest roads and snowmobile trails as shown on map.
