Stand 29,31 & 129. Mark with orange paint regeneration gaps with ~50’ crown openings at a spacing of 2/acre. 
Stand 30 & 71. Final Harvest all species to 2” DBH. 

Stand 70.  Individually mark with orange paint trees for removal, retain 100-110 BA/AC of mixed hemlock and cedar. In   addition 2 conifer trees/acre will need to be marked with two green rings to act as nurse logs. 
Access: By maintained County Roads: Arenac State Rd, Hale Rd and various poor dirt roads.

	SPECIAL MARKING INSTRUCTIONS:

Stand 9. Individually mark with orange paint trees for removal in accordance with “The Complete Marker: A Guide To Managing Northern Hardwoods on Michigan State Forests”. Retain 70-80 BA/AC of mixed sugar maple, ash, and oak. A Vernal pond at the north end of the stand needs to be marked out of the timber sale. 
Stands 29, 31 and 129. Mark openings at 2/acre with ~50’ Crown openings. In addition, skid trails will need to be marked between the openings to allow for logging equipment movement throughout the stands. Details of the skid trail design will need to be discussed at the pre-Timber sale prep meeting. 
Stand 30 and 71.  Final Harvest all species to 2” DBH. 

Stand 70. When marking, favor the removal of the hardwood species within the stand.  2 conifers/acre will need to be marked with two green rings to act as nurse logs.  Trees with existing rot or that are in poor health are ideal for nurse log material. 

NOTE: For all marking units, Every sawtimber trees will need one dot/8’log above the orange slash mark.


	Unless otherwise specified, the tally sheets used must be those provided by the Forest, Mineral and Fire Management Unit.

	RESTRICTIONS:
1.   Forest, Mineral and Fire Management Division must to be able to identify who did what on the timber sale.  

2.   The contractor may not have more than two markers in one payment unit without prior approval.  

3.   Each marker should have an assigned area to mark (not strips).

2.   Paint will be supplied from the Gladwin Field Office.  

3.   Contractor’s work schedule must coincide with the DNR work schedule for paint supply.
