	PRESCRIPTION

	1. Reduce stand basal area to 80 square feet using single tree selection/crop tree release marking.
2. Manage for the best tree in place, however, try to favor sugar maple and basswood where the option exists.
3. Retain at least 3-4 large diameter trees per acre (>12 inches DBH) of declining vigor to serve as den trees and/or mark 3-4 trees per acre to girdle by making two complete paint lines around the tree to be girdled at eye level totaling 3-4 living den or girdled trees per acre for wildlife.
4.Create an average of one 30 foot regeneration hole per acre except where very high quality timber predominates.
5. Retain some representation of all species currently within the stand. Do not mark any hemlock for removal.
6. When possible, release pockets of advanced hardwood regeneration by creating an overhead canopy gap.
