	1. Reduce stand BA to 80 sq. feet using single tree selection/crop tree release marking techniques.
2. Manage for best tree in place, however, do not mark any American Elm or Juneberry.
3. Retain at least 2-3 12"DBH + trees/acre of declining vigor(cull) to serve as future den trees.
4. Create an avg. of one 40' regen hole per acre except where very high quality timber predominates.
5. Girdle at least 1-2 trees per acre to serve as den trees. Mark with orange "X" on opposite sides.
6. When possible, release pockets of advanced hardwood regen by creating an overhead canopy gap.
Access: Off Middle Village Dr. 3 miles west of State Rd.
