Stand 1. Straight workable rows, Individual tree mark targeting the removal of poorly formed and suppressed trees first. Then mark co-dominant/dominant trees for removal to meet desired BA/AC. 

Stand 34. Stand has previously been 1/3 row thinned however some areas within this stand are to narrow for equipment. Rows to be removed will need to be marked. All trees within the rows will need to be marked. 
Stand 38. Stand has previously been 1/3 row thinned. Hardwood species do not need to be marked, only red pine for removal is to be marked with orange paint.


	Unless otherwise specified, the tally sheets used must be those provided by the Forest, Mineral and Fire Management Unit.

	RESTRICTIONS:
1.   Forest, Mineral and Fire Management Division must to be able to identify who did what on the timber sale.  

2.   The contractor may not have more than two markers in one payment unit without prior approval.  

3.   Each marker should have an assigned area to mark (not strips).
