Stand 17. Individually mark with orange paint hardwood trees for removal, retain 70-80 BA/AC.

Stands 22. Individual mark with orange paint hardwood trees for removal. Crop tree release with large regeneration holes (~60’ crown openings) around oak to promote oak regeneration. Retain 60-70 BA/AC. 

Stand 25.  Individual mark with orange paint trees for removal. Target the removal of red and white pine sawtimber trees, retain 80-90BA/AC.
Access: By maintained County Roads: Arenac State Road, Conrad Road and various poor dirt roads.
