Stands 15, 29, 32, and 76. Only mixed oak needs marked for removal. All remaining hardwoods as well as jack pine will be removed by specification. All red pine is to be left in these stands.

Within all oak stands, mark thicker areas with no advanced regeneration more intensely. Areas that have regeneration, lightly mark or leave alone to protect the advanced regeneration. 

Stand 33. No marking is needed in areas with low density, areas with heavy stem density need to be marked more heavily to promote regeneration.


	Unless otherwise specified, the tally sheets used must be those provided by the Forest, Mineral and Fire Management Unit.

	RESTRICTIONS:
1.   Forest, Mineral and Fire Management Division must to be able to identify who did what on the timber sale.  

2.   The contractor may not have more than two markers in one payment unit without prior approval.  

3.   Each marker should have an assigned area to mark (not strips).
