Emphasis is on crop tree release. Pulpwood trees need a single slash mark on opposite sides at breast height.  Sawlog trees need a double slash on one side, and on the opposite side, a single slash plus a dot for each 8 foot sawlog.  Stump marks must hit the duff and be on bark, not moss.  




	Unless otherwise specified, the tally sheets used must be those provided by the Forest, Mineral and Fire Management Unit.

	RESTRICTIONS:
1.   Forest, Mineral and Fire Division must to be able to identify who did what on the timber sale.  

2.   The contractor may not have more than two markers in one payment unit without prior approval.  

3.   Each marker should have an assigned area to mark (not strips).
