Most 
trout are in the 10-16 inches size range, with larger 
fish caught occasionally.

Noteworthy

There is a local law for high-speed boating: It is 
unlawful, between the hours of 6:30 p.m. and 
10:00 a.m. of the following day to a) Operate a 
vessel at high speed, b) have in tow, or otherwise 
assist in the propulsion of, a person water skis, 
water sled, surfboard, or other similar 
contrivance.  There is also a slow-no wake speed 
local control law for the bay in the northwest 
corner of the lake.

Directions to Site

Access is on south end of Heart Lake. From Old US-
27, turn east onto Memorial Drive which becomes 
East Heart Lake Drive. The public access is on the 
north side of the road.

Fishing Regulations

Heart Lake is a designated Type B trout lake. 
Please refer to the Inland Trout and Salmon Lake 
Regulations in the current Michigan Fishing Guide. 
It is stocked annually with approximately 4,000 
rainbow trout yearlings.
