Noteworthy

This property is a recent addition to the state
forest. A cabin and walk bridge once sat next to
the river here, but the site has been restored. Stop
by the Rock which has an engraving on it as a
tribute to the river. This is a camping location for
some locals so please keep it clean and be aware
of those using it. The river here is typical for this
reach with some gradient and plenty of gravel and
cobble in the river holding brook trout typically
ranging from 6-9 inches.
