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St. Clement Cemetery

St. Clement Catholic Church served as the center
of community life for the Belgian, German, Polish,
. French, and Irish Catholics who settled at Kunrod’s
NO PH’OTO AVA| LAB'LE Corner during the mid-nineteenth century. This
cemetery originated as the parish’s burying
ground, where primarily church members were
interred. The earliest known burial dates from
March 27, 1854. More than 800 graves date from
