In 1927 the Nardin Park Methodist Episcopal
Church was formed by a merger of two Detroit
churches: the Ninde Church, organized in 1886,
NO PH’OTO AVA| LABLE and the Grand River Avenue Church, established in
1891. The following year an educational building
and gymnasium were constructed on a site across
West Chicago Boulevard from Nardin Park. The
depression delayed construction of the sanctuary.
