These towers are the remains of kilns used by the
White Marble Lime Company, founded by George
: Nicholson Jr. in 1889. The kilns, which were fired

building material and an ingredient in the
manufacture of paper. As larger corporations were
formed and the methods of producing lime were

made more efficient, the company diversified; it
established a sawmill and shingle mill and became
