This compartment is predominately level low ground. Some of the area is floodplain and dominated by aspen and soft
maple.

Ownership Patterns, Development, and Land Use in and Around the Compartment:
Farms to the west. Hunting lands to the north. Other state ownership to the east and south.

Unique Natural Features:
One or more have been reported.

Archeological, Historical, and Cultural Features:
None.

Special Management Designations or Considerations:
None.

Watershed and Fisheries Considerations:
Not enough shedding for all the water. Truax Creek runs through the compartment, as do many smaller, often unmapped
streams and drainages.

Wildlife Habitat Considerations:

This compartment is an excellent opportunity to manage for wildlife. It is part of a multiple compartment, large scale block
of public land providing contiguous wildlife pathways that are necessary for many of our large game animals such as black
bear. There is also a large river corridor which is an excellent pathway for wildlife travel. Habitat components of cedar and
wetland complexes as well as aspen provide food and cover for multiple species at a variety of age classes. We are
working to maintain winter cover areas as well as keep a good age rotation of aspen in this compartment as well as
adjacent compartments. Species which benefit from our management include white-tailed deer, black bear, ruffed grouse,
woodcock, and many other game and non-game species.

Mineral Resource and Development Concerns and/or Restrictions
Two active sand/gravel pits are to the west, but development of any potential sand & gravel within the compartment would
be limited by wetlands and abundant clay. Glacial drift is up to 100 feet thick in this area; limestone underlies the drift but is
still too deep for economic development. There is no known oil and gas potential in this area and there is no active mineral
leasing. There is no known metallic mineral potential in this part of the state.

Vehicle Access:
The north of the compartment is accessed through a private easement off Woodruff Rd. The south is accessed from Long
Rapids Rd. The central portion of the compartment has poor access.

Recreational Facilities and Opportunities:
Hunting and fishing are the main activities.

Fire Protection:
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Fire response to the compartment will be covered by the Alpena DNR office as well as the Long Rapids Fire Department.
