This compartment lies within the Consent Order Area and, as provided on page 33 of the Concept of Management, no new 
leases will be issued in this area.

 There is good access to most, if not all, of the compartment.  Most of the forest roads, however, have been closed to 
wheeled motorized vehicles with virtually all those closures still intact.

None required.

Elk viewing area is in stand 17, with the parking lot in stand 18.  Inspiration Point and associated trail is in stand 96, with 
the parking area in stand 89.  A small portion of the horse trail is in this compartment.

Access is generally good in case of any fire suppression efforts, though the area is generally at low risk to any wildfire 
potential.
