Wildlife featured species:  Woodcock, blackburnian warbler, red-shouldered hawk and deer.  This compartment lies 
northeast of Manistique and contains Merwin Lake.  The compartment is a composite of lowland coniferous swamps and 
upland deciduous forests.  State land ownership is broken with substantial acres of private property intermixed.  General 
land office survey notes show that in the 1850s, lowlands were dominated by cedar, spruce, and tamarack.  The upland 
forests in sections 10,11,14,15 consisted primarily of aspen and birch while the upland forest near Merwin Lake supported 
sugar maple, beech, yellow birch, hemlock, and balsam fir.

No known potential exists for commercial oil & gas production in this part of the state, and there is no known potential for 
occurrences of commercial deposits of metallic or critical minerals in this area. Several active aggregate mining operations 
exist in the vicinity of the compartment, on upland areas, producing sand & gravel from glacial drift and crushed stone from 
bedrock limestone/dolostone. There is some potential for additional production of the same aggregate resources on 
upland areas within the compartment. No current leasing activity exists in the area involving State-owned mineral rights.

County roads run throughout this compartment, however, vehicle access into the actual state land is limited due to the fact 
that most of the area is cedar swamp.
